During the opening month, Godiva has been supporting the launch with chocolate tastings and a GWP offering customers a free Gold Ballotin 4-piece box with purchases of more than HK$300. Year round, there will be a discount for all airport staff.
CS Lam continues: ‘It has been a very interesting and exciting experience opening this boutique. As this is the first Godiva stand alone shop in Asia Pacific travel retail, we have encountered a number of challenges during the process. With the excellent cooperation between King Power and us, we have solved every matter with very positive results.
