versatile autumn/winter 09 collection
MCM’s Autumn/Winter 09 collection breaks new barriers in combining form and functionality with stunning style and design. More than any other collection, Autumn/Winter 09 has been visualized with the modern traveler in mind – the result is a range of shapes, sizes, shades and styles that will take today’s woman and man ‘on the move’ from the morning business meeting to the client lunch to the evening ball with ease, glamour and pure panache.

Updated versions of MCM’s classics such as Alda and mix with exciting and dramatic collections including the black suede and Swarovski stones of Sparkling Sky, the beautiful ostrich patent leather of Glossy Dundee in violet, taupe and chocolate or cherry red and chocolate, and the utterly gorgeous python printed Amazoness in chocolate, pink and violet. The Cognac Visetos collection introduced for Spring/Summer 09 has become even more inspirational and true to MCM’s heritage and roots with a practical additions to the basic line, a new semi-fashion line and Artasia – embossed with pink Asian-influenced symbols and trimmed with ostrich print leather, gold piping and whip-stitching for the ultimate in luxury.
Throughout the collection, the emphasis is on making life easier for the traveler. Unisex Night Train, for example, combines indestructible embossed black nylon jacquard with a soft nappa leather trim in ultra-light, multi-functional styles set off with a modern MCM logo. Styles include shoppers, a travel bag with integrated suit cover and carry bag with internal straps to create an instant back pack. Travel retail prices are from 310 euros
Lightness is a feature of new weekender travel bags in the Cognac Visetos basic collection. Created to become a signature line of MCM, and already a best seller, Cognac Visetos features logo embossed soft Italian leather with chocolate brown trim and satin gold hardware. Timeless designs feature improved functionality with all styles including internal, detachable ‘lunch bags’. These detachable internal bags feature in several of the Autumn/Winter 09 lines, offering true added value to the range. Favorite shapes within Cognac Visetos include the cross body, small boston with detachable cross body strap, and medium boston; travel retail prices are from 240 euros
Cognac Visetos Semi Fashion offers six styles targeting fashionistas with ultra soft and feminine shapes and handcrafted stitching detail. A must have feature is the separately purchased ‘Organiser’ which clips into each bag within the collection. Options for men are distinguished with a bold stripe in grey, airforce blue and orange. Travel retail prices are from 420 euros
A chic take on the detachable bag is found in Jungle Kiss, soft, fluent feminine shapes in soft Italian lamb nappa in black or plum with topstitched seams and python embossed trim for a rich look.  Jungle Kiss features the three ‘IT’ bag shapes of the season – Franka, Sissi and Rosa – which appear throughout the Autumn/Winter 09 Collection, and the highlight detachable clutch bag which attaches to the outside of the Shoulder Bag, which can be used on its own as an evening clutch bag or clip on the detachable chain strap from the main bag for an instant shoulder! Travel retail prices are from 555 euros.
Autumn/Winter 09 continues the successful theme of Spring/Summer 09 with bags that are infinitely versatile – often three shapes in one. Detachable shoulder and cross body straps, adjustable length chain straps, plenty of internal pockets and matching small leather goods that are now more user-friendly with top and side opening zips and improved inner compartments. Marble Visetos even includes a reversible shopper in the renowned fabric and light canvas, the latter side splashed in orange with the MCM logo.

Marble Visetos is one of MCM’s most popular lines, now in a trendy denim navy blue with chocolate leather trimming. This season brings in a softer pleated boston and cross body shape, a lighter feel, and improved durability with the addition of a canvas backing onto the fabric. Travel retail prices are from 200 euros
Particularly innovative is Amazoness, MCM’s ‘trend’ line dyed in two tone colours on Italian embossed python calf leather. This premium yet practical line has a Boston bag with detachable shoulder chain, that  can be adjusted in length to form different styles. Here, too, the SLG version has a detachable strap so that the bag can be carried on the shoulder, on the wrist or removed to turn it into a clutch bag. Travel retail prices are from 485 euros.

Younger customers in their late 20s and early 30s will love the geometric line of Moto Cross, created by combining baby calf leather and matching webbing in taupe, powder pink or baby blue. Or the reinterpreted Alda signature line, newly designed to convey a soft, elegant very ‘European’ image.  This season’s colours include plum, black, orange and taupe while there are special gold and red models for Christmas. Popular shapes are expected to be the drawstring, hobo, boulder, and double sided clutch with detachable strap. Travel retail prices are from 335 and 275 euros respectively.
Whilst on the theme of elegance, Vintage Croco sums up all that is MCM. The softest of croco embossed leather and the softest of colours in taupe, powder pink or anthracite, creates a look of utter sophistication (but not forgetting the practical internal pouch for carrying those essential items). Shapes include medium and large messenger bag, bowler, top handle tote and zip tote. Travel retail prices are 420 euros.
Other lines within the Autumn/Winter 09 collection include City Chic for men and women, Urban Emperor for men, and Origami Touch – luxury personified in exquisitely soft gold or brown leather.
